Cognitive assessments or intelligence tests are used to determine a child’s learning capability by
identifying their cognitive strengths and weaknesses. When interpreted in combination with
comprehensive background information, parent and teachers interviews, the results of cognitive tests
can provide a profile which can assist with the development of individualised intervention and learning
plans for children.
